Course Description

This course employs literary texts to provide examples for students to continue and refine writing and reading skills. Assigned readings include plays, poems, novels, short stories, epic narratives, personal essays, and satire. Writing assignments emphasize students’ close reading skills and their interpretation and analysis of creative works.

Prerequisite:  ENG 101

Instructional Objectives and Teaching Procedures 

This is a writing workshop.  There will be occasional lectures to highlight important information, but for the most part you will be working literary and writing strategies as discussed in class.  At the end of the course you should be able to:

· Identify  modes of literary criticism: Formalism, Historicism, Psychoanalysis and Marxism
· Understand how to read literature and figurative language closely
· Write a literary paper using an original thesis

· Understand the components of literary research

· Use MLA documentation 

Evaluating student performance

The quizzes will be short, objective questions based on the readings.  Short assignments will be your initial responses to the readings and class discussions.  I will be looking to see if your essays establish a clear thesis and use textual evidence to support all points. Your essay grade will also cover proofreading issues.  We will go over these points in class.
