“They [women] are only to dress and live to please them [men] : and love-even innocent love, soon sinks into *lasciviousness when the exercise of a duty is sacrificed to its indulgence (Wollstonecraft 93)”
Analysis

Wollstonecraft is saying that women’s actions are based on either what men tell them to do or what they feel will please the man and, hopefully, get the man to marry them.

Contemporary Connection
The Pink video shows us that what Wollstonecraft was writing about hasn’t disappeared completely.  In the video Pink shows that women (from her perspective) base their actions on how they think men want them to act. More specifically though, they base how they look on the hopes of getting male attention. Instead of an equal intellectual partner, a woman seems forced to * “arouse sexual desire” in the male, often to the woman’s own detriment.  Pink is trying to get women to see this just as Wollstonecraft did.
